“You therefore must be perfect, as your heavenly Father is perfect.
(Matthew 5:48)

e ‘And then will | declare to them, ‘I never knew you; depart from
me." (Matthew 7:23)

The Hear & Do is closely linked to knowing Jesus.

1. Why We Hear and Don't Do

Suppress the truth — Ask God to change your heart
Habitual — Grow new and small habits

Independent — Depend on God

Forgetful — Accountability

Theoretical — Needs experience

Distracted — Create space

Overloaded with info — Frequency and simplicity of thought

e .you Rely on God's Power

e .you Do Hard Things
