Big Idea: The greatest threat to God’s Kingdom is misrepresentation.

1. Notice that Jesus was in a major clash with the spiritual leaders of the day and not with Rome. Why is
that? What does that tell us about Jesus’ involvement in politics? Who has been chosen to represent God
today?

2. Discuss who we are as the body of Christ and what implications it has in representing God on earth. How
are His “excellencies” proclaimed through us?

1. No Credibility (v.1-3)

2. No Love (v.4)
“They tie up heavy burdens, hard to bear, and lay them on people's shoulders, but they themselves are not
willing to move them with their finger.
