Big Idea: Knowing Christ is the way to be ready.

1. Read Matthew 25:1-13. Who do you think is the bridegroom? Who are the bridesmaids/virgins? Describe
the wedding procession and what happened at each stage — anticipation, differentiation, delay, sudden arrival,
shut door.

2. Discuss the idea that the “oil” represents the Holy Spirit.
-It’s a necessary grace to enter the Kingdom of Heaven
-OT olive oil represented the Holy Spirit
-Jesus, spoke from the Mount of Olives where oil is made through crushing. The Holy Spirit was
released at Pentecost after the crucifixion.

3. The Oil of Salvation. How do we receive the Holy Spirit? Discuss.
Ephesians 1:13-14a

John 7:37-39a

1Cor.12:13

Galatians 3:2-3

4. According to Matthew 25:12, having oil and knowing Christ are the same. Read Matthew 7:21-23 and
discuss how doing God’s will and knowing Him are synonymous. Discuss the implications of this.

5. Read Galatians 2:20. Discuss the concept of surrender as a sign of knowing Christ.
6. Big Idea: Knowing Christ is the way to be ready.

What does a life of surrender look like in our own lives? Discuss and pray as a group that God will reveal to us
what it means to do His will.

Big Idea: Knowing Christ is the best way to be ready.

A. The Wedding Procession (Matthew 25:1-13)
1. Anticipation (v.1)
“Then the kingdom of heaven will be like ten virgins who took their lamps and went to meet the bridegroom.

2. Differentiation (v.2-4)
*Five of them were foolish, and five were wise. *For when the foolish took their lamps, they took no oil with
them, *but the wise took flasks of oil with their lamps.

3. Delay (v.5)
sAs the bridegroom was delayed, they all became drowsy and slept.

4. Sudden Arrival (v.6-9)

sBut at midnight there was a cry, ‘Here is the bridegroom! Come out to meet him.” 'Then all those virgins rose
and trimmed their lamps. *And the foolish said to the wise, ‘Give us some of your oil, for our lamps are going
out.’ *But the wise answered, saying, ‘Since there will not be enough for us and for you, go rather to the
dealers and buy for yourselves.
