However, all believers 
are called to evangelism, the “ministry of reconciliation.”  (2 Cor. 5:18).  How can people with the gift of 
evangelism, help others in the church to be equipped to share their faith? 

 

4. Shepherd/Teachers are gifted by God to care for and teach the “flock”. (1 Pet. 5:2; John 21:17).  How can 
they help others in the church to be equipped to do works of ministry?  How can this equipping happen in the 
context of Community Groups and Congregational led ministries? 

 

5. Where do you see yourself in the process of equipping each other?  Do you need to be equipped, or are you 
currently equipping someone else for ministry?

1. Laid foundations

2. Declared Revelations  
Ephesians 3:5
